Horse Trade Theater Group has been developing emerging artists in New York City since 1998. Horse Trade Resident Theater Companies are independent companies that are given an artistic home in the Horse Trade spaces. Our Residents Theater Companies and Artists past and present continue to be a vital addition to the NYC Independent Theater community. Past and Current Resident Companies/Artists include BTK Band, Adam Wade, Penny Pollack, Sketch Block, Cognac Live Radio Orchestra!, The Big Art Group, The Management, The Pumpkin Pie Show, Thank You Robot, Joe Yoga, Bob Wiseman, DMTheatrics, Wreckio Ensemble, Subjective Theatre Company, Amios, Spookfish Theater Company, Strange Dog Theater Company, Less Than Rent, Theatre in Asylum, and The BE Company. 

Horse Trade’s annual season is comprised of Horse Trade Productions, Resident Theater Company Productions, Resident Artists with ongoing programming, Guest Theater Companies, and Guest Artists. Resident Artists, demonstrate an ability to present a clear artistic voice, and participate actively in the greater NYC theater community. Resident Artists should be committed to excellence and be able to conduct themselves professionally when creating shows in our spaces.
 
The aim of the Resident Program is to create a symbiotic relationship between Horse Trade and selected companies and individuals.  Residents receive time in the spaces for fundraisers, development, rehearsal, and performance.   Resident productions receive PR and Marketing services provided by Emily Owens PR, as well as advertising on the Horse Trade website and in our e-blasts.  Residents also receive the full administrative support of the Horse Trade staff.  A Horse Trade Residency greatly increases participating companies’ visibility in the NYC indie theater landscape, and enables them the option to program a complete season, as opposed to individual projects.       
In exchange, Residents dedicate an average of 4 hours a week to the maintenance of the Horse Trade office and theaters.  This may entail representing Horse Trade to our renters and their audiences and will require residents to learn how to read our calendars, schedule rehearsals, process payments, and trouble shooting technical difficulties in the spaces. To become a resident at Horse Trade is to recognize our spaces as your spaces, and to aid in the care and maintenance of the spaces to the fullest extent. This includes routine maintenance, specific cleaning assignments, and volunteering for maintenance projects. We rely on our residents to leave our spaces better than they find them after their rehearsals, special events, and performances. 
The ideal Resident candidate is excited to be a part of a larger theater community, driven to make the most of shared available resources, and willing to inspire and be inspired by their peers. Residents will attend four Resident Salons during the year where they and their fellow residents will share excerpts of their creative work. Resident Companies are expected to support the work of the other residents at Horse Trade, which includes running each others box offices and attending each others shows when possible.
